New sports have been introduced successfully into our curriculum, as well as in after school club as we aim to be more diverse and inclusive. These will continue to run next year as we hope to bring in more sports and connect to external agencies to bring in sports people such as Paralympians.


GetSet4PE has had a positive impact on the lesson structure and sequences, as well as the confidence of staff to deliver. GetSet4PE continued with adaptations made to scaffold where appropriate. 
PE lead giving feedback to staff and coaching teacher in how to use the GetSet4PE plans effectively. This will continue into the next academic year.


Successful implementation of new playground equipment has seen a rise in children’s activity levels across the school. 
We will aim to order more equipment to replace anything needed and MDSs will continue to promote these.



Children have enjoyed their weekly swimming sessions, increased their in-water fitness and they have increased their knowledge of water safety. This has been re-booked for the next academic year.

This was a successful initiative last academic year, with Year 6 children trained to be playground leaders and promote active play. This will continue this year with the extension to Year 5 children to offer this support to all children during staggered lunch times.

Children will be exposed to a variety of tournaments in school. This will impact children who lack confidence by giving competitive opportunity in a more familiar setting.

Children’s mental health is a priority in school and this will support our well-being team. Successful implementation in the Infants.

Children to be given further opportunities to compete at a pre-determined level of difficulty. This will allow equal opportunity to all children.

This was successful and very popular last year so we are looking to implement new sports again this year to allow knowledge and opportunity to more sports designed for disabled people.

This football league was highly successful last year but was a mix of girls and boys. Entry to the girls only league will hopefully inspire more girls to try football and carve a passion for the game.

A successful programme over the last few years, swimming is a vital life skill that we want to encourage to all our children. This includes water safety. The use of a qualified instructor will ensure this is delivered effectively.

A hugely popular and successful initiative that saw success for our school last year. This will continue again this year, helped by PE Lead and parents who transport their children.

A new action for this year. Children were previously unable to attend some tournament due to lack of travel so we aim to use local transport services to remove this barrier.

To ensure that competitions can go ahead, PE Lead will be made available to supervise the children in the event. Supply cover was an issue previously which led to KPJA needing to forfeit events. This will no longer need to happen this year.
